What do the children need to bring to school?:

Children should ensure that their PE kits are in school from Monday to Friday (our PE lessons are on Tuesdays and Thursdays, but there are times when timetables change at short notice). 


Swimming
Year 5 will be swimming during the first half term. Each class will have 6 weeks of lessons, for 30 minutes each week.

Homework:
Homework is set weekly and we greatly appreciate your support at home. 
We ask that the children read daily and record this in their home-school diary, learn their spellings and practice times tables. 
The children are set one piece of Maths and English homework each week. We believe this steady increase of homework helps the children become more independent and prepares them for Year 6 and High School.  

To support teaching and learning spellings, the children will have a spelling booklet to complete weekly which will provide good practise for their weekly test.
