Pupil Leadership Team -Pupil Forum 
14th June 2022
Thank you to the 19 children who attended the forum at 9am along with the four Pupil Leadership Team members. The 19 children came from classes that ranged from Rec – Year 6 and had an equal amount of boys and girls present. 
The children who attended were polite, well-mannered and supportive towards each other. They spoke with clear diction and growing confidence as the session progressed. 
The questions were written by the Pupil Leadership Team and covered aspects of school life that included:
What and why is your favourite subject to learn about in school?
Most children reported loving lessons that are practically based as they help the children remember more. They said that they liked science, maths and phonics in particular and loved Power Maths. They enjoyed lunchtime in the hall but sometimes it is very noisy and it can hurt a child in Rec ears. 
What do you think you have improved upon this year?
Lots of children made reference to Art and Music explaining that they love having the time to learn these subjects. They felt that their art skills had improved and some children felt proud that their handwriting had also improved in all subjects not just English. 
Where children said they still struggled in an area, for example decimals, they felt able to go to the adults in the room to ask for further assistance. The older children preferred to write their thoughts in purple polisher in their book and felt confident that this feedback would be read and actioned by their class teacher. 
What do friends mean to you?
Children spoke warmly about friends. They explained that they were more like family and that they are special people who make them feel special. 
When I asked about children who are alone sometimes, a confident answer was given by a year 5 pupil explaining what they are encouraged to do in Year 5. Go and ask if the child is ok, leave them alone if they say they would like some space, sit with them if they say they would like you too etc. 
The children all recognised that we are all friends together but at times fallings out do happen for many reasons. 
Have you been or ever been bullied and was the problem resolved?
We had a great discussion about what bullying is and came up with ideas as to how we can help children who are struggling to make the right choices. I explained that we are all learning how to behave and that sometimes we can struggle when it is near the end of term, if the children are poorly or have something going on at home that is upsetting them. 
The children who said they have been bullied in the past felt the problem had been resolved and they knew what to do if they were in a similar situation again. The children, when asked, spoke confidently about how to make sure bullying stops in their classroom. 
What do you think St Paul’s behaviour of pupils and staff would look like to an alien visitor?
The children said that the Christian values help them to remember to be kind, respectful, loving and thankful towards each other. They thought that children were good at listening in assembly and worship and thought most children walked quietly and respectfully up to church. 
The children gave great examples of how they show good manners and what they would hope to see if they too toured with the alien.
What negative behaviour do we still need to work together on?
Most children commented upon lunch times and how they struggle to play football successfully together without an adult to umpire. 
Some children thought that at lunch times children run in the corridors when the adults aren’t there to remind them and children mentioned that walking to church can be noisy and some children place their feet on the chairs in front of them. 
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I have addressed these comments with the staff in a staff meeting 14th June 2022 where we have already put in place zones for the field and a member of staff to watch the football carefully in their zone. 
We have discussed rewards and stickers, I will purchase a new set for the new year to help motivate and encourage the children to follow our vision and values for behaviour. 
Mrs Bagley met with the lunchtime supervisors 15.6.22 to feed back the comments made, she will monitor closely the supervision outside and in at lunchtimes.
