What we did:
We asked for two children per year group to join the Pupil Leadership Team (PLT) in the staffroom for a discussion about behaviour in school. All year groups were represented including Ralph and Edith from Rec classes. 
Johnny, Stavroula, Isabel and Joshua took turns to ask the questions below while the writing down the responses of the group. 
The forum was a great success with all children feeling comfortable to speak and raise their thoughts and concerns with the group. 
Questions

What do you think about children’s behaviour in school?
Do you feel safe and happy in school?
Do you have any thoughts about out cloakrooms and toilets?
Do the cloakrooms and toilets effect the behaviour of your class?
Do you think the children at St Paul’s have nice manners?
What do you think good behaviour in school looks like?

What happens next?
The PLT and I will hold an assembly with the whole school to discuss and address some of the issues that have been raised during our forum. 
I will research and look into alternative storage for cloakrooms to try and address the space issue in each area. 
The cloakroom and toilet behaviour raised will also be addressed at the next lunchtime supervisors meeting and staff meeting to ensure rapid changes occur.
