	Compare and group different types of rocks, describe how fossils are formed, recognise that soils are made from rocks and organic matter.

	 Notice that light is reflected from surfaces and shadows are formed when it is blocked, dark is the absence of light

	Observe that magnetic forces act at a distance, investigate repel and attract between poles, what materials are attracted to magnets.
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
