	Record findings: use simple scientific language, drawings, labelled diagrams, graphs, tables, and keys to record and display their observations and measurements

	Summing up: draw simple conclusions from data and make predictions for missing values; suggest improvements and raise further questions; share findings verbally and in writing

	4
	Identifying living things: identify and study a number of plants and animals from the local habitat; use classification keys to identify and name living things.

	5
	Eating and digestion: describe the different types of teeth, and how to look after them; describe the basic structure and functions of the digestive system in humans.

	6
	Food chains: construct and interpret food chains, identifying producers, predators and prey. Recognise that environmental changes can sometimes pose dangers to living things.

	7
	Changing materials: investigate solids, liquids and gases, and how materials change state when heated or cooled. Research or measure the temperature at which changes happen.

	8
	The Water Cycle: understand the role of evaporation and condensation in the water cycle, and how temperature affects the rate of evaporation.

	9
	Sound and hearing: recognise that sound is made from vibrations travelling through a medium to the ear; understand how changing vibrations affects the pitch and volume.

	10
	Electricity: make and control simple series circuits using a switch; recognise common conductors and insulators.
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
