	Describe the differences in life cycles and reproduction of mammals, amphibians, insects, birds and plants.

	5
	Describe the changes as humans develop to old age, including the changes experienced in puberty

	6
	Compare and group together materials based on their properties including hardness, solubility, transparency, conductivity (electrical and thermal) and response to magnets. Show how these properties make materials suited to their purpose.

	7
	Use knowledge of solids, liquids and gases to know that some materials will dissolve in liquid to form a solution and describe how to recover a substance from a solution, including filtering, sieving and evaporating to explore reversible and irreversible changes.

	Describe the Sun, earth and Moon as approximately spherical bodies which rotate and orbit. Explain how the Earth’s rotation, relative to the sun, causes day and night

	Explain the force of gravity which cause unsupported objects to fall towards the Earth. Identify the effects of air and water resistance and friction that act between moving surfaces

	Recognise that some mechanisms including levers, pulleys and gears allow a smaller force to have a greater effect
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
