A sustainable BIG project 

	Increase levels of activity throughout the school, primarily at lunch-time. To help meet the government aim for spending the Sports Premium funding:
‘Schools should expect to see improvement across the engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - the Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that all children and young people aged 5 to 18 engage in at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day, of which 30 minutes should be in school’
Therefore, improving our facilities to enable children to become more active during the school day is a priority at St Paul’s Primary School.

	Scoot Fit
Whole School took part in the Scoot Fit taster sessions. Each class had an hour slot with the scoot fit instructor where they were able to practise how to scoot and were challenged using the jumps and ramps. 

Children were taught about scoot safety and the protective equipment they should be wearing. They were also taught about which scooter they should be using for their age. 

This taster session encouraged KS2 to use their scooters more regularly and now have a timetabled scoot sessions where they can bring their scooters into school and use them at play times.
