Our Curriculum:
Here at St Paul’s, we aim to provide the children with a balanced curriculum, which enriches their love of learning and enables all pupils to flourish in their journey to the fullness of life.  

In History, we will begin by looking at Anglo-Saxons, as well as exciting topics such as the Vikings and Ancient Maya throughout the year. In Science, we will continue to build on our prior knowledge of animals including humans that will link nicely with our Geography topic on ‘rainforests’ in the summer term too.  
RE will see the continuation of looking at Christian traditions and their values will be integrated throughout our curriculum and school life, but we will also make comparisons to Hinduism. We are very lucky to have allotted time to the school’s STEM lab, where we will continue to work on our computing skills such as coding, data collection and the importance of online safety. 
DT and Art will cover a variety of skills, including pointillism and printing, as well as end products such as slingshot cars. 
In French, we will begin by looking at portraits, before moving on to topics such as numbers, weather and food. Music will see the continuation of learning to play a range of instruments and sing a plethora of songs, of different genres.  

Maths and English:
Each morning in Year 4, we will have our English and Maths lessons. This will include our guided reading sessions. 

Times Tables tests will take place on a Friday morning and spelling tests on a Friday afternoon. These will be recorded in their home-school books for you to see your child’s scores each week. Your child will receive a paper copy of their spellings for each half-term in a booklet that they will need to keep at home for practise. If, however, they are misplaced then they can be found on the website under Year 4. 

In Year 4, the children will complete a statutory multiplication check in the summer term. There will be a big push on this during our lessons through Basic Skills practise, Froggy Maths and High 5. There are some super websites that the children could use at home to help learn the Times Tables up to 12x12.

In the autumn term, we will revise and review our place value before moving on to looking at the four operations. 

Much of our work in English will be linked to our topic, where appropriate, to provide the children with context for their learning.  There will be a particular focus on basic punctuation, grammar and our year 3/4 statutory spellings throughout the year. 

What to bring to school:

Children need to wear PE kit to school on both a Monday (Indoor) and Friday (Outdoor).
Each child will also be given a home-school book and a leveled reading book that must be looked after and brought into school each morning. They will also have a ‘Love of Reading’ book, whereby they can choose anything from the library or book corner that they may enjoy reading. 

Children must bring a healthy snack (e.g. a piece of fruit or a cereal bar) and a drink to school each day. Water bottles can be topped up in school from our fountains.
