· Help your child gather safe, simple materials for a model or poster

Your Task
Over the next 2 weeks, find out as much as you can about the Romans. You can choose how you want to present what you’ve learned — be as creative as you like.
⭐ You could:
· Draw a Roman soldier and label their armour
· Make a poster about Roman food, homes, or clothing
· Build a model of something Roman (a shield, a villa, a chariot, a mosaic…)
· Write a fact file about a famous Roman such as Julius Caesar
· Create a mini booklet of interesting facts
· Make a timeline of important Roman events
· Research Roman gods and goddesses
· Write a short diary entry as if you were a Roman child
