Appearance

Additionally, some monkeys will also eat
insects, birds’ eggs, spiders and other small
creatures.

Habitat and Behaviour

Generally, monkeys live in rainforests,
grasslands or rocky areas. The majority of
monkeys use their hands and feet to climb
branches and swing through the trees.
Regarded as intelligent animals, monkeys are
good at solving problems.
